MARY’S TRIANGLES aka Shaded Four Patch

Presented by Gerry Hammer January 26, 2015 at Ellis County Quilter’s Meeting

Cut (2) 3” blue squares

Cut (2) 3” X 4> white rectangles

Cut (1) 5 1/2” X 6 1/2” red rectangle
Sew each white rectangle to each blue square. Iron towards the rectangle.

Sew these two units together to form a “4-patch’ block.

Iron each half towards the white rectangles. One np, one down. T

Clip.

Lay your ruler on the wrong side of your block so that it passes through the points as shown. Draw lines.
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The Math for any size block:

The blocks will finish twice the length of the corner square. For a 10 inch finished block, the corner
square finishes 5 inches and is cut 5 % inches.

Cut the two corner squares % inch larger than you want them to finish.
EXAMPLE for a 5 inch finished block:

Cut the two corner squares 3 inches to finish 2 % inches.

Cut the two small rectangles so that the short side is the same measure as the cut corner
square measure and the length is one inch longer.

EXAMPLE: Cut the two rectangles 3 inches X 4 inches

For the large rectangle that forms the two largest triangles in the completed block: take the
cut corner square measure, multiply by two, subtract % inch and this is the width. For the
length, add one inch to that width.

EXAMPLE: 3 inches times two = 6 inches. 6 inches minus % inch = 5 % inches. This is the width
of the large rectangle. For the length, just add one inch to the width, so 5% + 1 =6 % inches.
So the large rectangle gets cut 5 % X 6 % inches.
